4. Read:  2 Kings 5:11-15.  What expectation did Naaman hold for God to answer his prayer?  What was the role of Naaman`s servant in God`s healing?  What was Naaman`s reaction to his healing?  What did his healing revel about Naaman and the religious culture of his day?

5. Read:  Hebrews: 13:8, James 4:2.  How does the truth of these passages impact your life?

6. How are Naaman`s expectations reflected in your own prayer life?
7. How does your growth in faith change how you prayer?

8. Discuss with your group about what changes/adjustments you plan to make in your prayer life as a result of this week`s sermon.
